Thank you for purchasing the Smart Wiring Link Bar
from Smart Boat Ltd. Please be aware of the following
important information regarding the installation and
warranty of your product.

Fork or round terminal connectors (4mm) should be used
together with marine grade heat shrink.

Wire connectors should be inserted under the lower washer
in direct contact with the PCB terminal.

Current load should not exceed 15A per channel.
Maximum torque for termination screws : 3.1nm, (27in lbs).

To mount on a Din Rail, withdraw the yellow Din Rail Clip
fully, place the module on the rail and push in the clip until it
clicks. For surface mounting use the supplied screws —
these can also be used to provide additional stability to a
Din Rail mount.

(Please note —the Din Rail Clips are designed to fit tightly. A
small screwdriver can be used to change the fitting.)
